Description of Weighted COUISES. ..o i e e,

Dual Enrollment
Dual Enrollment is a program, in association wibkedl institutions of higher education, that
allows students to receive both high school antégelcredit simultaneously. It is offered on a
faculty availability basis and with the continuagpport of the participating institutionghere
will be an additional cost associated with these aoses Grades for Dual Enroliment courses
are awarded additional weighting. Placement welldy teacher recommendation, and students
must also meet the admissions requirements ofggpkcable higher education institutions.

Advanced Placement
Advanced Placement (AP) courses require in-depthrigorous study of content, completion of
extra projects, and learning at an accelerated. p&®des for AP courses are weighted the
same as Dual Enrollment courses. Placement wilbyogrades earned in prior courses and
teacher recommendation. AP course students areredqto take the AP Exam. The
Educational Testing Service charges a fee for eadkP Exam, and students must pay the
fee before taking the AP Exam(s).

Similarly, Honors courses require in-depth and nogs study of content, completion of extra
projects, and learning at an accelerated pace. oldooourses are weighted more than CP
courses but less than AP/Dual Enroliment courses.
